Mrs Miggins owns a pie shop.  She presents with a chest infection.  Investigations reveal:

T2a - N0 - M0 non-small-call lung cancer.
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Case 2

Mr Bathonwells is a bishop.  He presents with weight loss.  Investigations reveal:

T3 - N2 - M1 non-small-cell lung cancer.
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Case 3

Mr Melchit presents with haemoptysis.  Investigations reveal:

T3 - N1 - M0 Squamous Cell Carcinoma

Case 4

Mrs Bernard is a nurse.  She presents with chest wall pain.  Investigations reveal:

T4 - N0 - M0 Adenocarcinoma
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Case 5

Mr Flashart is a pilot.  He had a CT scan to rule out a PE.  He is a non-smoker, with no personal history of malignancy

T1a - N0 - M0 The lesion is too small to biopsy (it is 5mm diameter)

Case 6

Mr Darling is secretary.  He had a CT scan to investigate abdominal pain.  It shows a 7mm nodule in his right lower lobe.  He is a smoker, and has no personal history of malignancy.

T1a - N0 - M0 The lesion is too small to biopsy (it is 7mm diameter)
